• Intensive Case Management

• Increased assistance for rent and outreach

• Affordable rental housing

• Sobering & detox treatment beds

• Youth shelter beds

• Low Barrier Housing with supports

– Youth, Adults, & Families

• Supportive transitional housing

– People leaving treatment

– Youth aging out of ministry funding

• Supportive permanent housing

– Mental illness, brain injury, disabilities
