TAKE NOTICE that the Council of the City of Chilliwack will hold a Public Hearing, as noted above, on the following items:

1. OFFICIAL COMMUNITY PLAN BYLAW AMENDMENT BYLAW 2020, No. 4797 (RZ001313)
2. ZONING BYLAW AMENDMENT BYLAW 2020, No. 4798 (RZ001313)
3. DEVELOPMENT VARIANCE PERMIT (DVP01125)
Locations: 8136 and 8160 Nixon Road (portions of)
Applicant: OTG Developments Ltd.
Purposes: To amend the Official Community Plan designations, as per the Eastern Hillsides Comprehensive

Development Plan, for portions of the subject properties, as shown on the maps below, and rezone
portions of the properties to facilitate a future single family residential subdivision as follows:

. Redesignate portions of 8160 Nixon Road from “Rural Hillside” and “Environmental Conservation”
to “Residential - Low Density” and portions of 8136 Nixon Road from “Rural Hillside” to
“Residential - Low Density” and “Environmental Conservation”; and,

. Rezone portions of 8160 Nixon Road from the SHR (Suburban Hillside Residential) Zone to an R3
(Small Lot One Family Residential) Zone and an RSV1 (Limited Use Reserve) Zone and portions of
8136 Nixon Road from the RH (Rural Hillside) Zone to an R3 (Small Lot One Family Residential)
Zone and an RSV1 (Limited Use Reserve) Zone.

Additionally, an application to vary the following standards within the proposed R3 Zone and existing
SHR Zone is being considered concurrently with the rezoning application:
. to reduce the minimum lot width within the SHR Zone from 12.0m to 6.0m for Lot 20;
e to reduce the minimum lot width within the proposed R3 Zone from 12.0m to 6.5m (Lot 27),
3.0m (Lot 28 & 29); and,
e toreduce the minimum lot depth within the proposed R3 Zone from 25m to 22.8m for Lot 28.
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As a result of the public health emergency and resulting restrictions on public gatherings, public attendance at City Hall for Council
meetings is not permitted at this time.
